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Reporting Period - January, 2011 — March, 2011

During this reporting period, medical services provided by Correctional Medical Services
(CMS) for the Galveston County Jail were audited with the following areas reviewed:

The Galveston County Jail’s Medical Department 1s fully accredited by the National
Commission on Correctional Health Care (NCCHC). Accreditation was achieved in
July, 2009 for a period of two (2) years. The re-certification survey will be scheduled by
NCCHC this year. Reviews conducted each reporting period will be based on criteria
required to maintain accreditation.

Review: Intake Screenings

A comprehensive medical and mental health screening is completed on al! inmates at the
time they are received in the “booking™ department by medical personnel Consent for
treatment form is signed by the inmate at this time. The initial health screening 1s
completed on every inmate including those who have posted bail/bond and will be
released immediately after booking. The screening is completed to determine each
inmate’s health needs and to document a basic medical and mental health history. Based
on the history and current information provide by the inmate, referrals to medical, mental
health, dental, chronic care clinic, etc are scheduled for the inmate. Inmate vital signs are
taken and recorded at this time, including blood sugar testing, etc as needed.

Inmates, screening positive for mental health problems are referred immediately to the
Mental Heazith Professionals. Positive screens for mental health are based on written
protocols established by the mental health physician (s) and other appropriate staff.

The number of intake screenings for this reporting period is as follows:

January, 2011: 1,039
February, 2011: 1,191
March, 2011: 1,488

Review: Physical Assessments.

NCCHC standards have two options for implementing and demonstrating comphance
that all inmates receive an initial health assessment. The medical staff has elected to
adopt the standard requiring a “full population assessment™ which involves performing
assessments on 100% of inmates. This is an essential NCCHC standard and requires
90% compliance to maintain accreditation

Every inmate is given a Physical Assessment as soon as possible, but no later than
fourteen (14) days of incarceration. However, a Physical Assessment is not required on
an inmate previously incarcerated in the Galveston County Jail within one (1 ) year.



The physical assessment is performed to determine a more comprehensive analysis of
each inmate’s medical needs.

An inmate may refuse the Physical Assessment. The refusal is documented in the inmate
medical record (chart). The Physical Assessments and Mental Health Evaluations are
performed at the same tume by a Registered Nurse (RN) The completed Physical
Assessments are reviewed, date of the review and signed by the Physician

The number of Physical Assessments reviewed this reporting period is as follows:

January, 2011 - 274
February, 2011 — 241
March, 2011 — 258

A total of one hundred eleven (111) charts were reviewed this reporting period. Of the
one hundred eleven (111) charts reviewed, six (6) did not contain Physical Assessments
and Mental Health Evaluations.

Total compliance for the NCCHC standard this reporting period is 95%.

Review: Sentential Event: (Deaths: Natural / Suicide):

There were no sentential events this reporting period

Review: Mental Health Screening and Evaluation

The NCCHC standard requires all inmates to receive a mental health screening at intake.
Inmates with a positive screen will receive a mental health evaluation within fourteen
(14) days of incarceration. The Mental Health Evaluation and Physical Assessment are
completed at the same time, the compliance percentage is the same as reported for the
Physical Assessment compliance.

However, inmates that have a history of mental health problems or exhibit a possibility of
mental health problems are referred immediately to the Mental Health Professionals.

An inmate may refuse this procedure. Documentation of all refusals is maintained in the
inmates’ medical record

Since the “full population assessment” standard has been adopted, compliance indicators
for Mental Health Evaluation will be the same as the Physical Assessments since both are
completed during the same encounter.



The composition of the Mental Health staff is as follows-

One (1) Licensed Mental Health Professional for forty (40) hours per week
One (1) Mental Health Registered Nurse (RN) for forty (40) hours per week
One (1) Mental Health Physician for sixteen (16) hours per week

The dental clinic is operated 16 hours per week by one (1) Dentist and one (1) Dental
Agssistant. Inmates are scheduled and seen based on immediate needs.

Review: Clinical Encounters:

After an inmate has been triaged and/or treated by a nurse a minimum of two times,
he/she is referred to the Mid Level Provider or Physician Sick Call Based on the
inmate’s medical needs, he/she may be seen immediately by the mid level provider or
Physician without having been seen twice by a nurse.

Inmates identified with chronic medical probiems such as diabetes, hypertension, etc. are
referred to the Chromc Care clinic immediately. Identification of chronic medical
problems is usually identified during the screening process.

Review: Annual Assessments

CMS will provide a comprehensive annual assessment of each inmate upon his/her one
year anniversary date of incarceration. The numbers of annual assessments performed
this reporting period are as follows.

January, 2011 - 5§ February, 2011 -6 March, 2011 - 10

Review: TB Program

A comprehensive correctional tuberculosis screening plan for the Galveston County Jail
is updated annually to include administrative and operational changes as required by law,
Texas commisston on Jail Standards and other applicable entities.

TB tests are given to each inmate incarcerated within seven (7) days of incarceration and
resuits read within three (3) days. Inmates who test positive are given a chest x-ray to
rle out active TB. If an inmate is determined to be active, TB medications are
administered according to TB standards / protocol.

Inmates who have been re-incarcerated in the Galveston County Jail within a one year
period and have had a TB test during the past incarceration do not have to be retested.

Of the one hundred eleven (111) charts reviewed this reporting period, afl of the charts
contained documentation of TB test given and results recorded.

Compliance this reporting period: 100%
The following number of TB tests was administered to inmates this reporting petiod:
January, 2011: 314 TB tests administered — 0 Positive - 0 Active

February, 2011: 290 TB tests administered — 0 Positive - 0 Active
March, 2011: 346 TB tests administered — 0 Positive — 3 Active



Active TB patients are started on TB medications while incarcerated. If the inmate is
released prior to completing medications, he/she is referred to the Galveston County
Health District TB Program or other facilities for follow up treatment.

Review: Infection Control Program:

The infection control nurse performs duties associated with all infectious diseases,
including TB, and all Sexually Transmitted Diseases (STD), etc.

Testing for TB 1s mandatory upon admission to the Galveston County Jail. Inmate STD /
HIV testing is voluntary and completed upon a request from inmate. The Galveston
County Health District STD / HIV program personnel works with the Galveston County
Jail’s Infection Control Nurse to implement inmate STD / HIV testing and required
reporting to applicable local and/or state agencies.

STD / HIV statistics this reporting period are as follows.
STD Tests:

January, 2011 — 119 tests given — 3 Positive
February, 2011 — 71 tests given — 2 Positive
March, 2011 — 122 tests given — 3 Positive

HIV Tests:

January, 2011 — 119 tests given — 15 Positive
February, 2011 — 71 tests given — 13 Positive
March, 2011 — 122 tests given — 10 Positive

Inmates testing positive for STD / HIV’s are treated with medications as apphcable.
Inmates on STD medications are reported in the “Total number of inmates on
prescription medications”. The number of inmates on HIV medications is as follows'

January, 2011 -7 February, 20107 March, 2011 -6

Review: Access to Care

The NCCHC standard requires Inmates to have access to care to meet their serous
medical, dental and mental health needs. Access to care means that, in a timely manner,

a patient can be seen by a clinician, be given a professional clinical judgment, and receive
care that is ordered.



In the GCJ, an inmate may request medical services by completing a “Request for
Medical” services form located in each area where inmates are housed. The inmate
completes and dates the request. It is then put in a locked container located in each area
A nurse collects these requests in each housing area daily and date stamps them.

CMS’ protocol requires a nurse triage (review of written request) within twenty-four (24)
hours of receipt of the inmate’s medical request and an encounter (face to face) within
forty-eight hours or seventy-two (72) hours if on a week-end or holiday. This protocol is
based on compliance with NCCHC standards.

Of the one hundred eleven (111) charts reviewed this reporting period, documentation
indicates one (1) inmate requesting services was triaged within twenty-four hours but
was not seen for four (4) days.

Compliance: *100%

*Based on the number of charts reviewed, while one (1) chart was not in compliance, the
overall percentage of compliance 100%

Review: Health Record Format and Contents;

A complete health record (Medical chart) is required for every inmate receiving health
care after the initial receiving process. The health record must contain inmate identifying
information (inmate name, identification number, date of birth, sex, etc), screening
documents, consent and refusal forms, encounters, treatments, progress notes, etc. The

chart must contain dates of encounters with medical staff and signatures of medical staff
encountered. Medical staff signatures and notes must be legible.

One hundred eleven (111) charts were reviewed this reporting period. Of the one
hundred eleven charts reviewed this reporting period, the following discrepancies were
noted:

Staff signatures were not legible were not legible on tweive (12) charts.

No Physical Assessment / Mental Health Evaluation in six (6) charts

Intake screening form date and time not completed by staff in four (4) charts

Intake screening form date and time not completed by inmate in seven (7) charts

No Physician signature on Physical Assessment review in four (4) charts.

Mental Health referral not signed and dated in one (1) chart

PHI (Confidential Health Information) was on the outside of the chart on one (1) ¢hart



Intake screening forms were not completed in one (1) chart

After each review, a list of discrepancies are noted and given to the Direction of Nursing
and/ or HSA (Health Services Administrator). Each problem is addressed and corrected
immediately. Lack of documentation in charts usually is attributed to a back log 1n
filing.

Review: Credentials

The contract between the Galveston County Jail and CMS requires all personnel to be
certified, registered, and / or licensed as each position requires. Proof of current status
must be on file for al} personnel.

Physicians, Dentists and Mid Level Providers, if applicable, must have proof of current
standing of Malpractice Insurance in the amount required and/or approved by the
contract, DEA Registration, DPS Registration, License and CPR on file at the site

RNs, LVNs and EMT/Paramedics must have proof of current standing of license and
CPR on file at the site.

Medical Technicians must have proof of current registration and/or certification and CPR
on file at the site.

Discrepancies found during the review last reporting period were corrected. All
credentials are current and on file.

Review: Prescription Medications

The contract between the Galveston County Jail (County of Galveston) and CMS requires
CMS to furnish Pharmacy Services providing all reasonable and medically necessary
medications, prescription and nonprescription (“over the counter”) medications for the
inmate population. CMS’ pharmacy operates within a formulary of commonly carned
medications. Non-formulary drugs may be ordered in special instances.

The numbers of inmates on prescription drugs this reporting period are as follows:
January, 2011: 434 - 46% of the population

February, 2011: 386 - 42% of the population
March, 2011: 398 — 44% of the population



The numbers of inmates on Psych medications this reporting period are as follows:
January, 2011: 136 — 14% of the population

February, 2011: 130 - 14% of the population

March, 2011: 140 — 15% of the population

Review: Off Site Referrals

When medially necessary, an inmate may be referred to a “medical specialist” off site by
a CMS provider. A Galveston County Deputy will accompany any inmate to the off site
clinic.

Based on these figures, the area containing these 11 CTs had an
unemployment rate of 18.0% in 2010, and hence qualifies as a TEA.

The methodology for these calcutations 1s described in the BLS Handbook
of Local Area Unemployment Statistics (LAUS) in the subsection on substate
labor market areas The relevant section of the handbook i1s quoted here

Estimates for Substate Labor Market Areas

As noted. monthly labor force estimates for two large substate areas—New York City
and the Los Angeles-Long Beach-Glendale, CA metropolitan division and the respective
balances of New York and California—are developed using brvariate signal-plus-noise
models We have also developed signal-plus-notse models for five additional substate
arcas and their State balances The areas are the Chicago-Napervilie-Johet, 11
metropolitan division. the Cleveland-Elyria-Mentor, OH metropohitan area; the Detront-
Warren-Livoma, MI metropolitan area, the Miami-Miam: Beach-Kendall, FL
metropolitan division, and the Seattle-Bellevue-Everett, WA metropolitan division. [The
New Orleans-Metaine-Kenner, LA metropolitan area was in this latter group, however,

The LAUS Handbook method 15 an effort to estimate unemployment for an area, using
available information without the expense of expanding a labor force survey like the CPS
The Handbook presents a serres of estimating "building blocks,"” i which categories of
unemployed workers are classified by their previous status Two broad categories of
unemployed persons are (1)} Those who were last employed 1n industries covered by
state UI laws. and {2) those who either entered the labor force for the first time or
reentered after a pertod of separation, Handbook nputs were updated usig the 2000
Census and other improvements to Handbook estimation were implemented with January
2005 estimates

Employment The total employment estimate is based on data from several sources The
primary source for most metropohtan areas (MAs) 1s the Federal-state CES survey The
CES 15 designed to produce estimates of the total number of empioyees on payrolls in
nonfarm mdustries for the particular area In small labor market areas and the remainder



of the MAs, the establishment employment data come from the Quarterly Report of
Quarterly Census of Employment and Wages (ES-202 Report)

19 years population group to the State total of 16-19 years old population is used. and for

Substate adjustment for consistency and addtivity Each month, Handbook estimates are

The estimates of
unemployed entranis are allocated based on the latest available census distnibution of
adult and teenage population groups. Employment is disaggregated usmg decennial
census employment-population ratios updated by current population estimates Estimates
for all disaggregated counties and New England cittes and towns are developed using this
method

If the necessary Ul claims data are not available. the census-share method 1s used. This
method uses each subarea’s decenmal census share of total LMA employment and
unemployment, respectively, 1n order to disaggregate employment and unempioyment

The method used here for estimating the unemployment rate for individual
census fracts 1s the disaggregated census-share method This method 1s
currently used by several states, including Califormia and Florida, and has been
approved by USCIS in several proposed EB-5 regional centers It can be
summatized as follows

1 Take the data from the 2000 Census for employment and unemployment faor
each census tract in any given county

2 Take the data from the 2000 Census for employment and unempiloyment for
the enhre county, and calculate the raho of employment and unempioyment in
each census tract relative to the county total.
