For
collections to be handled properly they must be safeguarded against loss; therefore, all negotiable instruments
must be kept secured at ail times and deposited on a daily basis.

Galveston Independent School District ( “Contracting Authority”).

This Contract is being entered into pursuant to Texas Election Code, Chapter 31,
Subchapter D for the purpose of ensuring that the Contracting Officer and the
Contracting Authority understand the tasks each is to perform in connection with
the following election and any subsequent runoff election, to-wit:

Purpose of Election: Special Election

August 27, 2013
Election Date

1. Duties and Services of the Contracting Officer.

The Contracting Officer shall be responsible for performing the following duties and
furnishing the following services and equipment in connection with the election and
any subsequent runoff election.

1.1 Program, or arrange to have programmed, the ballot.
[Cost: Based upon the number of contests on the ballot. See attached Fee Schedule]

1.2 Arrange to have published the legal notices of the testing of the electronic tabulating
equipment as provided in Texas Election Code §127.096 and conduct all required tests of
the electronic tabulating equipment under Texas Election Code §§127.096-127.098 and §§
129.021-129.023. The first test shall be conducted at least five days prior to the election. In
addition, it will be performed during normal business hours and be open to the public. The
Contracting Officer proposes conducting the first test no later than July 26, 2013.

[Cost: The cost for publishing the notice will be whatever the County is charged to publish same.]

1.3 Provide technical and equipment support for the voting machines and equipment being
provided to the Contracting Authority. In the event there is a failure of a voting machine the
Contracting Officer shall try to remedy the problem over the phone. If he is unable so to do
he will dispatch to locations within Galveston County the appropriate technical support
personnel and equipment to correct the failure.

[Cost: Included in the 10% election fee]

1.4 On behalf of the Contracting Authority, work with the Voter Registrar to obtain voter
registration lists to be used during Early Voting and on Election Day. [See Section 2.3 below]

2. Duties and Services of the Contracting Authority.
The Contracting Authority will be responsible for performing the duties and services set forth
in this section.

2.1 Prepare and submit all required submissions to the U.S. Department of Justice under the
Federal Voting Rights Act of 1965 for its election and runoff election.

2.2 Publish notices of the election in accordance with Section 4.003(a) of the Texas Election
Code.

2.3 Provide the Contracting Officer with the Contracting Authority’s requirements for voter
registration lists and poll books for Early Voting and Election Day. [See section 1.4 above]

2.5 In accordance with Texas Election Code §4.008 as amended, deliver written notice of the
election to the Contracting Officer no later than June 19, 2013.

2.6 If the Contracting Authority desires to have specific polling location(s) to those selected
by the Contracting Officer for the General Elections, the Contracting Authority will submit a
list of said locations to the Contracting Officer no later than June 27, 2013. Upon
notification by the Contracting Authority, the Contracting Officer shall conduct a site
inspection of the location to ensure that they comply with Americans with Disabilities Act
(ADA) accessibility requirements and that they also have adequate Verizon MiFi Internet
access. By July 12, 2013, the Contracting Officer will share with the Contracting Authority
the results of the site inspection and inform same of any adjustments that may be required
in order to utilize the location(s) selected by the Contracting Authority. [See section 2.16
below]

In the event that polling locations within the Contracting Authority’s jurisdiction are moved
from locations used in previous elections, it will be the responsibility of the Contracting
Authority to comply with §43.062 of the Texas Election Code that requires voters be notified
of the new location by placing a notice at the old polling location telling the voters of the
nearest new polling location.

2.7 Provide to the Contracting Officer the language for any ballot propositions, the names of
election contests, the names of candidates as they are to appear on the ballot, a copy of a
sample ballot, ballot draw information and a completed “"Requirements to Program the
Ballot” form. These materials will be provided in an electronic form to the Contracting
Officer by no later than June 27, 2013. All language on the ballot must be provided in
both English and Spanish.

2.8 Return to the Contracting Officer, by 5 p.m. on July 15, 2013, confirmation
that the sample ballots the Contracting Officer has prepared and provided to the Contracting
Authority are satisfactory or provide changes that need to be made,

2.9 The parties understand that each election has its own challenges and requirement and
that failure to provide the information in paragraphs 2.5, 2.6, 2.7 and 2.8 by the above
dates will place an undue burden on the Contracting Officer that may prevent him from
being able to provide his services to the Contracting Authority in a timely and accurate
manner. Should the Contracting Authority miss said deadlines, and should the
Contracting Officer be unable to provide his services in a timely and accurate
manner the Contracting Authority shall hold the Contracting Officer and his
employees harmless from any election errors and corresponding liability and/or
damages that may result, including but not limited to the costs incurred related to
an election contest and/or the need to conduct a subsequent election.

2.10 As required by § 67.017 (b) and the Secretary of State’s Office, make an electronic
precinct-by-precinct report to the Secretary of State’s Office by no later than the 30™ day
after Election Day.

2.11 Unless otherwise stipulated, transport, or have its Presiding Election Judges transport
on its behalf, the voting machines and equipment to the Contracting Authority’s Early Voting
and Election Day voting locations.

2.12 Supervise, with the assistance of the Contracting Officer, the overall conduct of its
election in Contracting Authority’s jurisdiction including the supervision tabulation of results.

2.13 The Contracting Authority will appoint a minimum of three registered voters from
within their jurisdiction to serve on the Signature Verification Committee/Early Voting Ballot
Board. The same people may also be appointed to serve on the Ballot Resolution
Board/Central Counting Station or the Contracting Authority may appoint three additional
people to serve in this capacity. The Contracting Authority shall make these appointments
no later than July 29, 2013 and shall provide the Contracting Officer with contact
information for each of these individuals in writing. If requested, the Contracting Officer will

help identify appropriate workers who can perform these services.

2.14 Pay a $200 fee per Early Voting and Election Day polling location within its jurisdiction,
or a minimum of $400, to cover a portion of the Contracting Officer’s costs for hiring two
election judges to provide the Contracting Authority and its Judges election support services
throughout the term of this Contract.

2.15 Pursuant to the provisions of the Help America Vote Act of 2002 [HAVA], provide the
appropriate number of bilingual poll workers as determined by guidance provided by the
U.S. Department of Justice. If the Contracting Authority is appointing personnel to staff a
polling location, the Contracting Authority may not impose this duty on Contracting Officer.
But, the Contracting Officer will attempt to assist Contracting Authority in finding bilingual
poll workers.

2.16 All polling locations used during this election cycle shall comply with the Americans
with Disabilities (ADA) accessibility requirements. If there is a shortage of ADA compliant
voting locations, remedies shall be found to allow handicapped/disabled persons to cast their
vote. In addition, since it is critical to record in real time those people who have cast their
ballots, Internet access for the electronic poll books is required. All the polling locations
must be accessible to the Internet through the Contracting Officer’'s Verizon MiFi units. ADA
compliance and Internet connectivity shall be verified by the Contracting Officer prior to any
new voting location being added to the list of polling places.

Special Provision: Bilingual Poll Worker Requirements. Galveston County was a party
in Civil Action No. 3:07 CV 377 styled "The United States of America, Plaintiff, v. Galveston
County, Texas, Defendant in the United States District Court for the Southern District of
Texas, Galveston Division". It entered into a Consent Decree that acknowledged it is covered
under both Section 4(f)(4) of the Voting Rights Act as amended and 42 U.S.C.
§1973(b)(4)(Section 4(f)(4) to provide Spanish language written materials and assistance to
voters, Galveston also has an obligation to ensure that its polling places and poll workers
comply with the Help America Vote Act of 2002 ("HAVA"), 42 U.S.C. §§15301 et. seq.
Although this Consent Decree expired December 31, 2010, Galveston County agreed that it
is permanently enjoined from:

a) Failing to provide in Spanish “any registration or voting notices, forms,
instructions, assistance, or other materials or information relating to the electoral process,
including ballots”, that they provide in English as required by Section 4(f)(4) of the Voting
Rights Act, 43U.5.C.S1973b(f)(4); and

b) Failing to ensure that poll workers provide and receive adequate training
regarding (1) the use of providing provisional ballots under Section 302(a) of HAVA; and (2)
the display of all HAVA-required signs under Section 302(b) of HAVA.

Contracting Authority understands that regardless of whether it desires to
engage the Contracting Officer’s services, it likewise has an obligation to
comply fully with the same terms and provisions of the Voting Rights Act
and the Help America Vote Act.

Should Contracting Authority desire to cancel this Contract after that time it may
do so upon twenty-four (24) hours written notice to Contracting Officer but the Contracting
Authority will be obligated to pay Contracting Officer the greater of a fee of $500 or the cost
of services and equipment rendered up through the date of cancellation.

As set forth in Texas Election Code §31.099 not later than the 10th day after the date
this Contract is executed the Contracting Officer shall file a copy of this Contract with
the County Treasurer and the County Auditor.

7. WAIVER OF DAMAGES. The parties acknowledge that the Hart Intercivic 6.1 ESlate
System and the programming of paper ballots is highly technical and that it is
conceivable that despite the efforts of the Contracting Officer it might fail during an
election or might contain errors. The Contracting Authority agrees that should the
electronic voting system fail, it will not make any claim against the Contracting

Officer, the County of Galveston, or any of their full or part-time employees,
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independent contractors or agents for damages of any kind, including but not limited
to any and all costs relating to an election contest and/or costs and damages
incurred for having to conduct a second election caused as a result of such failure or
error.

The Contracting Authority acknowledges that holding multiple simultaneous elections
presents logistical problems and other problems over and above a single election.
The Contracting Officer and his employees and agents will attempt to help ensure
that these simultaneous elections are conducted without error or mishap, but on
occasion, errors or mishaps do occur. Accordingly, the Contracting Authority agrees
that should an error or mishap occur that it will not make any claim against the
Contracting Officer, the County of Galveston, or their full or part-time employees,
independent contractors or agents for damages of any kind including but not limited
to any and all costs relating to an election contest and/or costs and damages
incurred by the Contracting Authority for having to conduct a second election, as a
result of such error or mishap.

If legal action is filed against the Contracting Authority involving its election and if,

the County and/or the Contracting Officer is named as a party to this legal action

and the complaint is based solely on allegations made against the Contracting

Authority, the Contracting Authority shall be solely responsible for all costs and

defense of that suit. In addition, Contracting Authority shall be required to provide
adequate legal counsel for the County and/or the Contracting Officer and, upon notice to the
Contracting Authority and/or County shall be entitled to settle such claim or legal action
upon terms it deems most advantageous to itself.

CONSULTING SERVICES AGREEMENT

By and Between
County of Galveston, Texas
and
MGT of America, Inc.

THIS AGREEMENT is made this ___ day of April 2013, by and between County of Galveston, Texas
("Client"), and MGT of America, Inc., a Florida Corporation ("MGT").

In consideration of the mutual covenants set forth in this Agreement, the parties agree as follows:

1. Description of Services.

MGT shall, as an independent contractor, provide the services specified in section 1.1 below ("the
Services"), on the schedule specified in section 1.2 below.

1.1 Scope of Services and Deliverables

MGT shall provide to Client the following services and deliverables for the Project titled Caost Allocation
Plan Services:

SCOPE OF SERVICES

A.

Development of a central service cost allocation plan in conformance with OMB Circular A-87
based on actual costs incurred in the fiscal years ending in 2011, 2012, 2013, 2014 and 2015.
The services to be perfformed hereunder  shall be undertaken and completed in such
sequence as to assure their expeditious completion and best carry out the purposes of the
agreement. All services required hereunder shall be completed annually within six (6) months
of being requested to commence work on that year. The plans will identify the various costs
incurred by the County to support and administer all general fund and non-general fund
departments. The cost plan will contain a determination of the allowable costs of providing
each supporting service, such as purchasing, legal counsel, disbursements processing, etc.

Preparation of departmental indirect cost rates. This will include any department, which may
become necessary to enable the recovery of indirect costs on grant programs and contracts.

Negotiation of the completed cost allocation plan and indirect cost rates with the appropriate
Federal and State authorities if such negotiations are requested by those representatives.

Development of a cost allocation plan to identify the total costs associated with housing
prisoners in the Galveston County Detention facility and to determine the average cost per day
for prisoner housing. This plan will be based on actual costs incurred in the fiscal year ending
2011 and incorporate costs associated with countywide central services, Sheriff Administration
and Detention operations.

DELIVERABLES

A

Provide a comprehensive cost allocation plan that:

a. properly and fully utilizes all allowable federal funding sources
b. effectively employs allocation methodologies



c. meets federal and state requirements/regulations, including compliant with OMB Circular
A-87

d. reflects all state plans requirements

e. fairly charges indirect costs to smalier programs

B. Provide an on-going base of training and supportive services intended to assure timely
advice on issues related to cost allocation, rate setting and general fiscal management.

1.2 Timetable for Services.

The Services shall be performed and the product(s) of the services shall be delivered within six
months of when the County requests the services to be performed each year.

2. Compensation.

For its work, and expenses, under this Agreement, MGT shall be paid a total amount not to exceed
$92,500 as follows:

In each year, progressive payments shall be based on achieving the foliowing project milestones.

* 10% of the fee due upon project initiation (presentation of the data collection correspondence
by the Consultant to the County Auditor, or the designee)
* 30% of the fee (plus reasonable expenses) due following initial data collection interviews with

County staff.

* 40% of the fee (plus reasonable expenses) due upon submission of draft cost allocation plan to
the County.

* 20% of the fee (plus reasonable expenses) due upon submission of the final cost allocation
plans to the County

The total fees and expenses shall not exceed the amount in the table above in any given year. The
total fees and expenses for the entire life of the agreement shall not exceed $92,500.

MGT shall render invoices to Client for fees eamed. Invoices shall be payable on receipt and will be
delinquent 31 days from receipt by Client. No payment shall be withheld or delayed by Client when, or
to the extent that, such delay is the result of Client’s failure promptly to review and accept the product
or the Services or to perform any act necessary for MGT to proceed or continue with providing the
Services.

3. Term and Termination.



3.1 This agreement shall become effective upon its execution and delivery by the parties and
shall remain in effect until completion of, and full payment for, the Services. For recordkeeping
purposes, the term of this Agreement shall be from May 1, 2013 thru September 30, 2017.

3.2 This agreement may be terminated prior to completion of the Services at the option of
either party, upon delivery of written notice by the terminating party to the other party.

3.3 In the event of early termination by Client, MGT shall be paid, upon invoicing in
accordance with this Agreement, the agreed compensation.

3.4 In the event of early termination by MGT, for any fiscal year for which MGT has
received any payments and has not submitted a final cost allocation plan:

3.4.1 If MGT has not completed initial data collection interviews with County
staff, MGT shall refund all sums paid by the Client for that fiscal year.

3.4.2 If MGT has completed initial data collection interviews with County staff,
MGT shall complete and submit final cost allocation plans for each such any
fiscal year.

3.4.3 If Article 3.4.2 applies, MGT's compensation for each uncompleted fiscal
year shall be 50% of the amount shown in schedule contained in Article 2 above.
Along with the final cost allocation plans MGT shall provide pursuant to Article
3.4.2, MGT shall submit an invoice reflecting the amounts owed by MGT or Client
following application of the 50% adjustment and taking into account payments by
Client for the applicable fiscal years. [f the final invoice reflects an amount owing
by MGT, MGT shall forward payment for such amount to the Client along with the
final invoice.

4. Independent Contractor Status

The relationship of MGT to Client is that of an independent contractor, and nothing in this Agreement
shall be construed as creating any other relationship. As an independent contractor, MGT shall comply
with all laws relating to federal and state income taxes, associated payroll and business taxes,
licenses and fees, workers compensation insurance, and all other applicable state and federal laws



and regulations. Neither MGT nor anyone employed or subcontracted by MGT shall be, represent, act,
purport to act, or be deemed to be an agent, representative, employee or servant to Client.

5. Project Managers

5.1 J. Mark Carpenter shall serve as Project Director under this Agreement.

5.2 Mel Trammell, Director of Professional Services, shall serve as Project Manager and point
of contact for Client under this Agreement.

5.3 By written notice to the other party, either party may change the identity of its project
manager during the term of this Agreement.

6. Miscellaneous
6.1. No Continuing Waiver

The failure or forbearance by either party in exercising any remedy available to it upon a breach
of any provision of this Agreement shall not operate or be construed as a waiver of any
subsequent or continuing breach by either party.

6.2. Entire Agreement.

This written Agreement represents the entire agreement of the parties, and neither party is
relying upon any negotiation, representation, warranty, promise, or covenant not set forth in this
Agreement. This Agreement may not be modified or amended except by a written instrument for
that purpose duly executed by both parties.

6.3. Subcontracting and Assignment.

MGT may utilize subcontractors in performing the Services, but MGT shall remain responsible
to Client for performance under this Agreement. This contract shall be binding upon and inure to
the benefit of both Client and MGT and their respective successors and assigns, if any, and
legal representatives.

6.4. Interpretation, Venue, and Severability.

This agreement shall be construed, interpreted, and enforced in accordance with TEXAS law
without regard to conflicts of laws principles. Should any provision of this Agreement be held
invalid or unenforceable by final judgment of a court of competent jurisdiction, it is the parties'
intention that the remainder of this Agreement shall nevertheless be given effect as written.

WHEREAS, the County of Galveston, a political subdivision of the State of Texas, acting
by and through its Commissioners’ Court, as owner, (“County”) of what is commonly called
Paul Hopkins Community Park (“Park”) and the Galveston County Water Control and
Improvement District No. 1, a body public and corporate and governmental agency of the State
of Texas, organized under the provisions of Article XVI, Section 59 of the Texas Constitution
(“WCID#1”) wish to enter into an Interlocal Governmental Agreement pursuant to Texas
Government Code § 791.001 et seq., commonly known as the Interlocal Cooperation Act.

following described tract of land (sometimes called “Premises”) located in a portion of
Paul Hopkins Community Park more particularly described by metes and bounds as
follows; to wit;

See Attached Exhibit "A"



The rights being conveyed herein are subject to all existing rights of way or
easements whether filed of record in the Office of the County Clerk or located on the
ground. County agrees that, with the exception of easements or rights of way required by
the State of Texas for the future widening of FM 517, to grant no future rights of ways or
casements to any third party that will unreasonably interfere with any rights granted
WCID #1 herein. But, should the State of Texas require additional rights of way or
casements for the future widening or expansion of FM 517 and such future requirements of
the State of Texas require the relocation of WCID#1’s improvements, WCID#1 agrees to
relocate its existing or future sewer plant, its existing or future utility lines and its soon to
be constructed or future replacement diesel operated standby pump at its own cost and
expense.

II.
Term

Subject to earlier termination or cancellation as hereinafter provided, the rights and
privileges herein being given to WCID#1 shall be for so long as such public improvements
are maintained by WCID #1 upon said Premises. In the event WCID #1 ceases to
maintain or removes such public improvements from the Premises, then and thereupon
this Agreement shall be null and void and the rights and privileges being herein given
shall automatically terminate.

1.
Use of Tract

No other use of the Premises shall be permitted, other than the rights herein
specifically granted, unless prior consent to such use is obtained in writing from the
County.

WCID #1 agrees that any construction, operation, maintenance and replacement
costs and use and maintenance of the Premises shall be conducted and performed without
cost or expense to the County.

WCID #1 further agrees that it will make no use of the Premises that will in any
way damage the remainder of the Park or that will interfere with the operation of the Park
by the County or by any other governmental entity that may operate the Park in the
future.

Iv.
Improvements to be Constructed

WCID #1 agrees that the tract of land shall be developed and used solely for the
construction, maintenance, operation, repair and replacement of the diesel operated
standby pump. WCID#1 understands and acknowledges that its improvements will be
constructed within the Park and that the Park is a heavily utilized County public
recreational park. WCID #1 therefore agrees that all improvements will be constructed in
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such a way that at all times its operation will be as noiseless, vibration free and odorless as
is technologically possible. WCID #1 further agrees (a) that all construction and future
operation, maintenance, repairs and replacements will be performed in such a manner as to
insure minimal environmental impact to both the Premises being used by WCID#1 and
the rest of the Park; that no trees will be removed and that any damages to the Premises
and the Park will be returned to the condition the Premises and the Park were in prior to
the occurrence of such damages to the satisfaction of the County’s Director of Parks and
Senior Services; (b) to keep above ground improvements to a minimum; and (c) to install,
construct, maintain, repair and replace to the satisfaction of the County’s Director of
Parks and Senior Services both a solid fence and landscaping around the Premises so as
to both prevent the public from entering the Premises and to obstruct the public's view of
all above ground improvements.

V.
Cost of Replacement Tract and Other Expenses

In the event the County is required to acquire additional park land satisfactory to
Texas Parks and Wildlife of equal or greater size and value at either the same or another
park in the vicinity, WCID#1 agrees to reimburse the County for all advertising and
appraisal expenses and other costs and expenses incurred by the County in fulfilling this
requirement.

VI.
No Warranty

WCID#1 further understands and acknowledges that the County does not warrant
the suitability of the Premises as a site suitable for WCID#1's improvements or for any
other purpose.

VII.
Duty/Liability

WCID#1 acknowledges that any duty owed to any third party as a result of
occupying or as result of any operation, work, act or omission performed on the Premises
by WCID #1 shall be solely the responsibility of WCID#1.

In addition, the parties agree that:

a) the County shall not be responsible for damages to the property of
WCID#1 nor for the damages to the property or injuries to officers, agents, servants, or
employees, of WCID #1 or others who may be on said Premises at WCID#1’s invitation
arising from or incident to the activities of WCID # 1, unless said damages are caused by a
wrongful act or omission of the County and such wrongful act or omission would
otherwise render the County liable under the Texas Tort Claims Act; and



b) the County shall not be responsible for injuries to persons using, occupying
or entering said Premises, lawfully or unlawfully, nor for damages to their property nor for
injuries to persons or damages to their property that may arise from or be incident to the
construction, maintenance, and use of said Premises. Rather, as between the County, and
WCID #1, WCID #1 shall be responsible; and

C) nothing herein shall be construed as creating a partnership or joint venture
between the County, and WCID #1, it being distinctly understood and agreed that the
County’s only involvement in this Agreement is to make the Premises available to
WCID #1 for the installation of its improvements as set forth herein.

VIII.
Violations

WCID #1 covenants and agrees it will not engage in any operation upon the
Premises that is in violation of any existing and applicable state, federal or municipal law
or ordinance.

IX.
Non Assignment

It is hereby further covenanted and agreed by and between the parties that WCID
#1 is prohibited from, and hereby agrees not to lease, sublease, underlet or assign this
Agreement or any part thereof or any improvements constructed by it, except on the prior
written consent of the County.

X.
Breach of Agreement

If WCID #1 shall fail to construct its permitted improvements within a period of
five (5) years from the date of this Agreement, the County shall have the option to
terminate this Agreement by delivery of a written notice of termination to WCID #1.
Further, if WCID #1 shall at any time be in default with respect to any of its obligations
under this Agreement, and shall fail to cure or remedy any such default to the County's
satisfaction within a period of thirty (30) days (or such extension of time as the County
agrees to in writing) from the receipt of the County’s written notice of such default, then
the County may either (a) terminate this Agreement forthwith by the delivery of a written
notice of such termination to WCID #1 or (b) remedy or cure such default. If option (b) is
chosen WCID #1 agrees to pay the County in accordance with the terms and provisions of
the Texas Prompt Payment Act the expenses incurred by the County plus an
administrative charge of 10% to so remedy or cure the default. In the event WCID #1 fails
to make such payment the County may terminate this Agreement forthwith by the
